RECOMMENDATION

THAT this report be received for information.

PURPOSE

The City of New Westminster has received an application to amend the zoning bylaw in
order to permit liquor primary licensed premises within the Burr Theatre at 530 Columbia
Street. The liquor licence would be transferred from its current location at 401 Columbia
Street. The rezoning of 401 Columbia Street to remove its liquor primary entitlement is
therefore included in this rezoning application. The purpose of this report is to provide
Council with preliminary information on this application.

BACKROUND

commercial, office or residential uses above the ground level.
Along Columbia Street, this area will include entertainment
uses such as theatres, restaurants, bars and recreational
facilities. Depending on the provision of public amenities, a
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density bonus may be considered.

Both sites have the same OCP Land Use designation zoning, are in the same
Development Permit area and are virtually the same size.

A copy of the February 8, 2010 Council report on the sale of the Burr Theatre is attached
as Appendix “A” for information.

SITE CONTEXT

The proposed development is located in the downtown special development permit area.
The property located at 530 Columbia Street is occupied by the Burr Theatre. Low scale
commercial buildings are located to the east and west of the site, with the Front Street
Parkade and the future water front park to the southeast and the mixed use, New
Westminster Police building across Columbia Street. The property located at 401 is
occupied by a three storey commercial building. Lafflines Comedy Club is currently
located on the upper floor, accessed from Fourth Street. A mixed use, commercial / high
rise residential development is located across Fourth Street, with the Met Hotel abutting
the site to the southwest. The Columbia SkyTrain station and a multiple family
residential high rise are located above the site to the northwest, with low scale
commercial located across Columbia Street.
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REGULATIONS FOR LIQUOR PRIMARY LICENSED PREMISES (LPLP)

On February 2, 2009 Council gave Final Adoption to a text amendment to the Zoning
Bylaw concerning Liquor Primary Licensed Premises (LPLP’s). This text amendment
had three components. They were: 1) To remove all the outdated terms previously
utilized for LPLP’s by the Provincial government (such as pubs, lounges, cabarets, etc.)
to describe what are now classified as Liquor Primary licences. 2) To establish a list of
existing locations containing LPLP’s in which the zoning of the property would still
permit a LPLP as a permitted use. 3) To establish maximum occupant loads for the
LPLP’s on a site. The effect of these changes is that any applicant who wishes to
establish a LPLP on a property which is not listed in Appendix “H” of the Zoning Bylaw
must apply to rezone the property.

In this case, this rezoning would involve deleting the Lafflines Comedy Club, 401
Columbia Street from Appendix ‘H’ and adding Lafflines at the Burr, 530 Columbia
Street.

PROPOSAL

Appendix “H” of the New Westminster Zoning Bylaw permits a Liquor Primary
Licensed Premises at 401 Columbia Street for Lafflines Comedy Club, with a maximum
occupant load of 220. The applicant wishes to transfer his Provincial Liquor Primary
licence from 401 Columbia Street to the Burr theatre and reduce the occupant load to
110. The maximum capacity of liquor licensed establishments is now determined on the
basis of occupant load rather than seats. The applicant will be applying for the hours of
sale of liquor to coincide with the maximum operating hours of the business, which will
be 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 a.m. In addition to the Liquor Primary Licence, the applicant will be
applying for a Food Primary Licence. A separate application will be submitted seeking
special endorsements that will allow food and beverage services until 2:00 a.m. and
patron participation. A report will be submitted to Council on the liquor applications in
due course.

OFFICIAL COMMUNITY PLAN AND COUNCIL POLICY CONSIDERATIONS

The proposed development is located within the Downtown Special Development Permit
Area. The entertainment use of the site as a comedy club is in conformance with the
Official Community Plan designation. The liquor licensing of the club is considered to
be in conformance with Council Policy 57 a) which indicates that the liquor licence will
form an integral part of an establishment whose primary function is something other than
the sale of alcohol to the general public.

PROCESS

This application has been forwarded to other City departments, as well as Police Services
and the liquor inspector for the Liquor Control and Licensing Branch for input. Lafflines
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has a clean compliance record with the Liquor Control and Licensing Branch and no
concerns have been raised regarding this application by any of the groups and individuals
contacted. The applicant has presented the proposal to the Downtown Residents
Association and the Downtown Business Improvement Association. Both organizations
have indicated that they do not have any concerns regarding this application. After the
Advisory Planning Commission concludes its consideration of this rezoning, a report will
be presented to Council on the rezoning application and an associated zoning bylaw.

In addition to this rezoning application to permit a liquor primary licensed premises in the
Burr Theatre, the applicant is working through a Special Development Permit

application, a Heritage Alteration Permit, a Building Permit and the finalizing the
purchase of the property from the City. The proposal for the fagade improvements was
presented to the Community Heritage Commission on May 5, 2010 and the proposal was
supported.
