Consultation on Need for Expanded Amenities

In 2005, the Parks and Recreation Department conducted a public consultation process to
identify and prioritize park and recreation facility amenities needed to better serve existing
and future residents. Indoor programmable spaces identified included:

Aadditional multi-purpose rooms

Subsequently, the City, in partnership with the New Westminster Early Childhood
Development and Public Partners Committees, conducted extensive public consultation
around the need for a Child Development Hub in Queensborough. This hub would be
anchored by licensed child care and enable families to obtain information and seamlessly
access a range of services related to their needs.
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Possible New Programming Elements

Based on the public consultation conducted in 2005; the
public consultation around the need for a Child Development
Hub; and the recommendation as contained in the Parks and
Recreation Comprehensive Plan, a preliminary program for
the expansion of the Queensborough Community Centre is
being developed by a City staff committee.
