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Introduction

Queensborough owes its existence to the early industries that were attracted to the
shores of the Fraser River for water dependent activities such as timber processing,
shipping and manufacturing. These labour-intensive industries provided the draw
for workers from across the world to settle within the neighbourhood.

Industrial Sites
Changes in recent years:

1. Closure of both sawmills in 2007

2. Lowe’s Building Supply coming to one
former sawmill site

3. New applications approved/ received for
warehouses

4. Application received to re-zone shipyard to
mixed residential/employment use

In addition to industry, Queensborough is also home to commercial activities that
serve regional, city, and neighbourhood functions. Starlight Casino and
Queensborough Landing both trade on their regional function, capitalizing on a
central location within Metro Vancouver.

Queensborough’s New Economy: Redevelopment of a Sawmill

In October 2009, Council approved Design
Guidelines for the new Queensborough Industrial
Park on the former Western Forest Products
sawmill site (401 Jardine St.). The guidelines call
for a mix of industrial/employment-oriented uses,
and measures to limit operational impacts on the S =
adjacent neighbourhood. The Beedie Group is e .
redeveloping the site into several uses (see table RS, A e e
below). A building permit has been issued for
Lowe’s Building Supply- site preparations are
underway.

Water-Dependent Industry

Port Metro Vancouver acquired the 49-acre
former Interfor sawmill in August 2009. Plans
call for continued industrial use on this site, to
support the long-term viability of Fraser Port.
Waterfront-dependent employment uses will
continue on the Smurfit site next to Starlight
Casino and on lands on the easterly side of the
Annacis Island Bridge.
