6437 Conceptual design options are being developed and compared for

feasibility. The longest span will be 120-160 metres in length, with a height of 22
metres above the river. The walkway will be 3-4 metres wide.

The structure would be located directly west of the existing Southern Railway
Bridge. Access points would be on the northern foreshore at Quayside Drive,
and the newly constructed pathway along the southern foreshore at Star
Crescent, near the new Port Royal Overpass Road Bridge.

City staff are monitoring gaming revenue to refine DAC projections for this and
other projects.
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
