
Transportation
Queensborough is a strategic location within Metro Vancouver; it is central to the region’s major roads and rail network and is 
located on the Fraser River.  As a result, Queensborough reaps both the benefits and challenges posed by its location within an 
urbanized metropolitan area.

Residents and businesses in Queensborough enjoy 
the benefits of good quality water supply and reliable 
sanitary sewer collection, as well as solid waste 
collection and recycling services.  The community is 
protected from the flood risk of the Fraser River with 
dykes and development policies that provide 
additional flood protection.  The Queensborough 
Fire Hall provides the community with local
emergency services.    

Over the last few years, there has been an increasing focus in the Metro Vancouver Region on 
the development of more complete, walkable communities that are supportive of alternatives
to the private car including increased transit use, walking, and cycling.  This is in part due to the 
implementation of Metro Vancouver’s Livable Region Strategy, and a focus on the community 
health and environmental concerns arising from the unsustainable nature of urban sprawl and 
fossil fuel consumption.

Queensborough residents are more likely to use a private vehicle to 
commute to and from their jobs than residents in the rest of New 
Westminster and Metro Vancouver.
