
City Park
• Embodies the identity and image of the city, and is a place of city-wide celebration and 

activity. 

• Festivals, holiday celebrations and cultural events occur in city parks while still leaving 
opportunities for day-to-day informal use. 

• Serve the entire City population, and are optimally 30 hectares in size or larger.

• City parks include Queen’s Park, as well as waterfront parks and trails that when combined 
will form New Westminster’s Waterfront City Park.

New Westminster Park Classification

Community Park
• Large urban parks that serve the needs of a neighbourhood, but also attract people from 

across the City. 

• Places of celebration, relaxation and play. 

• Contain valued amenities, and many focus on organized sports.

• Examples of community parks include Moody Park and Mercer Stadium in Kelvin, Ryall Park 
in Queensborough, and Hume Park in Sapperton.

Neighbourhood Park
• Smaller parks that provide play and outdoor recreation opportunities within an accessible 

distance of every resident in New Westminster. 

• Neighbourhood parks include playgrounds, community gardens, nature play, and other 
informal recreation areas.

• Examples include Connaught Park in Connaught Heights and Sullivan Park in the Queen’s 
Park Neighbourhood.
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
