RECOMMENDATION

THAT Council receives this report for information.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to provide Council with an update on the recent announcement
by Shaw TV that it is closing community television stations in the Metro Vancouver,
Calgary and Edmonton markets effective August 2017 and partnering with Global News to
provide enhanced local news coverage across the region.

BACKGROUND

On April 26, 2017, the City of New Westminster received confirmation that Shaw TV will
cease operations of its community television channel in August 2017. The Shaw TV
community television channel broadcasts local programming throughout Metro Vancouver
to Shaw TV subscribers. For a number of years, the Shaw TV community channel has also
carried city council meetings live on Monday evenings with re-broadcasts later in the week.

In Spring, 2016 the Canadian Radio and Telecommunications Commission (CRTC) updated
its policy framework and regulatory measures for local and community television. The
changes allow Shaw TV to transfer funds it collects from subscribers to support community
stations to local television stations in large metropolitan markets (i.e. Metro Vancouver,
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Calgary and Edmonton). In Metro Vancouver, Shaw will provide Global News with
approximately $10 million annually in funds redirected from Shaw TV operations in
Vancouver, Calgary and Edmonton to enable Global to increase community newsgathering
efforts and add capacity for coverage of more locally-focused content.

UPDATE

On May 3, 2017, senior Shaw TV and Global News representatives met with the Mayor and
city staff to discuss the ceasing of Shaw council coverage in New Westminster and
opportunities for enhanced local coverage through the new arrangement with Global News.
At this meeting, Shaw representatives confirmed that Shaw TV viewership has declined
significantly in recent years (by 75% since 2011). Ratings for viewership of city council
meetings specifically, which are measured by a third-party firm, are so low that the actual
viewer count cannot be captured. At the same time, viewing of all forms of programming
continues to migrate online, including council meetings, as viewers increasingly shift their
viewing habits to online platforms.

Since 2011 New Westminster City Council meeting coverage — both live and archived - has
been streamed through the City’s website. Currently, city staff is working with the City of
New Westminster’s live streaming provider (NeuLion) to bring enhanced features to this
service which will include greater search functionality and increased browser capability. At
the same time, access to the council video streaming feature on the city website will be
reviewed and improvements made (e.g. single-click access from the city website home
page.) These features will be put in place later this summer.

In addition, in preparation for the winding down of Shaw TV council coverage, city staff will
be increasing promotion and awareness of council meeting video streaming through all
channels (e.g. social, web, print) throughout the summer and into Fall 2017.

While city council meetings will no longer be televised, the transfer of funding for
community programming from Shaw TV to Global News provides new opportunities for
enhancement and broadening of community story coverage. Global News has confirmed that
they intend to establish a City Hall Bureau that will cover municipal elections and offer
enhanced coverage of community news. In the meeting with the Mayor and city staff, Global
News representatives committed to meeting again once the City Hall Bureau is in place to
ensure regular contact is established and coverage of New Westminster community news
takes place on an ongoing basis.

To help provide necessary
financial resources to local stations, Shaw and other cable companies have been
provided with the flexibility to transfer funds from community stations to local
television stations in large metropolitan markets.

Therefore, beginning in September 2017, Shaw will provide Global News with
approximately $10 million annually in funds redirected from Shaw TV operations in
Vancouver, Edmonton and Calgary. ' Global News will use these resources to increase
community newsgathering efforts, while adding capacity for relevant and locally
focused news content.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to provide Council with an update on two of the key Intelligent
City (IC) community indicator pillars, specifically the activities, actions and plans associated
with the IC Innovation sub-committee and the IC Knowledge Workforce sub-committee. A
future report to provide an update on the remaining IC key community indicator pillars is
planned for June, 2017.

BACKGROUND

The City of New Westminster has been engaged in the Intelligent City initiative since 2012
with the submission of a report by the Intelligent City Task Force, struck by the Economic
Development Advisory Committee, to City Council. In the last year, increased-engagement
in the initiative by way of five IC sub-committees has resulted in the advancement of the
Intelligent City strategic plan and roadmap and the City’s recognition as a Smart 21 global
community by the Intelligent Community Forum for 2017.
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Intelligent City initiative is overseen by the Intelligent City Advisory Committee (ICAC)
to steer the work and provide advice and technical guidance to five community-led sub-
committees: Innovation, Knowledge Workforce, Digital Infrastructure, Digital Inclusion,
and Advocacy, which map to the Intelligent Community Forum (ICF) Community Indicator
model.

Representatives from local businesses, institutions, and the community are working
collaboratively across these committees to explore intelligent ways to tackle city challenges
and opportunities in important areas such as transport, citizen engagement, open
government, and the environment.

A summary of sub-committees mandates and key focus areas are highlighted in
Attachment 1.

UPDATE — INTELLIGENT CITY INNOVATION SUB-COMMITTEE

The Intelligent City Innovation sub-committee has a mandate to ensure New Westminster
demonstrates and adopts a policy of innovation on the intentional steps needed to develop an
ethos of innovation and to foster that innovation among residents, businesses and
institutions.

Members on this sub-committee include representatives from local businesses and
entrepreneurs including CG Masters, Techno Monkey, Thompson Planning, Rocket
Builders, Mentors in Residence at Wavefront and Foresight Cleantech Accelerator Centre,
SFU, along with several community members, the Intelligent City Project Coordinator, and
with engagement from the New Media Gallery and the City’s Arts and Culture division.
Under their mandate and the direction of the ICAC, the Innovation sub-committee
established the following three objectives in May 2016:

1. Enhance the City’s Open Data Platform — ranked best in Canada by 2018

2. Assist with the City’s Master Transportation Plan (MTP) by bringing forward two
innovative technology solution concepts aligned with MTP policies (including
improve safety and managed roads policies)

3. Advise on the development of an Innovation Hub in New Westminster

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Enhance the City’s Open Data Platform:

Completed:

Added Google analytics, a free web analytics service, to Open Data website in June
2016, to have access to statistics and basic analytical tools to understand improvement
opportunities for the website users. (See Attachment 2)

to be assessed via an appraisal framework to gauge the level of openness in the City
of New Westminster, compared to other Open Data cities across Canada.
https://www.publicsectordigest.com/. = New Westminster currently ranks 12" in
Canada, with the City of Edmonton holding its 1* place ranking.

Modified Open Data terms in February 2017 based on community feedback to clearly
state: all open data is released under the FOIPPA of BC.

Enabled feedback loop in February, 2017 for ongoing improvement suggestions for
the platform. This included additional categorization, adding reference codes and
using better file formats (converting CSV to JSON), in order to make the data more
user-friendly for developers.

New reference on Intelligent City amendment to Subdivision Control Bylaw Schedule
— Lighting and Traffic Signals: “Design of street lighting and controls shall consider
future technology advances (e.g. Intelligent City fibre network, electrical vehicle
charging stations, autonomous vehicle systems, etc.) and include opportunities to
implement smart/intelligent city applications as deemed appropriate”. Two LED
pilot locations have been implemented in the Glenbrook North / Fraser View near the
Canada Games pool and at Thompsons Landing in Queensborough, near Boundary
Road.

Collaborated with IC Marketing and Advocacy sub-committee on UBC Master of
Engineering Leadership (MEL) research engagement on Citizen Science and Big
Data. UBC presentation delivered on April 6, 2017 at UBC Robson campus. (See

e Formal direct engagement by Engineering department through participation on the
Intelligent City Advisory Committee (ICAC).

industry connections and networking opportunities that help to develop an innovation
culture in the city.

UPDATE — INTELLIGENT CITY KNOWLEDGE WORKFORCE SUB-
COMMITTEE

The Intelligent City Knowledge Workforce sub-committee has a mandate to promote the
development of a Knowledge Workforce in New Westminster and enable students to engage
in their own digital futures.

Members on this committee include representatives from local educational institutions,
businesses and entrepreneurs including New Westminster Schools, Douglas College, Justice
Institute of BC, Urban Academy, CG Masters, BCIT, TerraTap Technologies, Techno
Monkey Media, Chamber of Commerce, Developex Software, Youth Coordinator Parks and
Recreation and the Economic Development office with engagement from the New Media
Gallery.

Under their mandate and the direction of the ICAC, the Knowledge Workforce sub-
committee established the following objective in May 2016:

1. Create sustainable program(s) to connect education with employment in the
knowledge workforce economy.

e Initial concept provided for a City Hackathon, resulting in the City’s first Hackathon
event.

e Feedback into the development of the new Economic Development Plan including its
mission and goals, identification of opportunities and gaps, and input into priority
actions needed to be more business-friendly.
