EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This report provides preliminary information on a Development Variance Permit application
that would permit the owners of 725 Fifth Street to legalize the existing illegal basement
suite in the house without having to provide a second bylaw-compliant off-street parking
space. Provision of a second parking space would require the removal of two large trees. The
property is close to frequent transit (Sixth Street is one block to the west) and the applicants
advise that previous tenants have not had cars.

1. PURPOSE

The property owners wish to be exempted from the requirement to provide a second parking
space for the proposed legalization of their secondary suite. The purpose of this reportis to
apprise the Land Use and Planning Committee of the application and to receive direction as
to further processing of the application.
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2. POLICY AND REGULATIONS

A Policy approach to considering requests for variances that contains several criteriaby
which variances are to be evaluated was endorsed by Council on January 28, 2008.

3. BACKGROUND
3.1 Site Characteristics and Context

The subject property is located in an exclusively single detached dwelling area. The Sixth
Street commercial area is one block to the west. Eighth Avenue, a City Collector Street is
less than half a block to the north. A map of the Land Uses is contained in Appendix 1.

The property is 52.8 ft./16.1 m. wide. Access to the property is from Fifth Street (there is no
lane). The siting ofthe 35 ft./10.7 m wide 1931 house restricts access to the rear of the
property to a 10.8 ft./3.3 m. wide driveway down the side of the house. The lotis flat and
contains a number of trees (shown on Site Plan in Appendix 2).

4. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Section 150.7 of the Zoning Bylaw states that, “For single detached dwellings, duplexes,
secondary suites ... one parking space shall be provided for each dwelling unit ... .” The
applicants have one bylaw-compliant parking space and are asking to be exempted from the
requirement to provide a second bylaw-compliant parking space for their secondary suite
since provision of the space would require the removal of two large trees in their back yard.
Their rationale letter is attached in Appendix 3.

5. DISCUSSION

5.1 General Evaluation Criteria

What is the intent of the bylaw which the applicants are seeking to have varied?

The intent is that every dwelling unit have an associated parking space on the
property.

Is there a community benefit to the granting of the variance; beyond that received by the
owners?

Two large trees will be retained.
Is there a hardship involved in adhering to the pertinent bylaw?

Two large trees would have to be removed.

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Is this the most appropriate mechanism for achieving the end result of the proposed
variance?

It is the only mechanism. The Board of Variance is not authorized to consider
variances relating to the provision of off-street parking.

Is the proposed variance relatively minor?
No. It proposes an exemption to half the required parking.

5.2 Conclusion

The applicants’ request to not have to create an additional bylaw-compliant off-street parking
space is reasonable given the disruption that would occur to their rear yard caused by the
cutting of mature trees and the possible relocation of a garage. Given the property’s location
close to the Frequent Transit Network on Sixth Street it is reasonable to assume that most
tenants of the secondary suite would not require a parking space and thus the actual benefit
of the second space would be minimal.
